· To develop the current heritage assets by improving and creating the local access routes to the four historical landmarks by the creation of footpaths and walkways ensuring accessibility for all, as well as improving the surrounding environment to ensure the safeguarding of these assets.

Conservation

· To undertake sensitive conservation and enhancement works on the four historical landmarks and the surrounding environment, as part of the Penrhys urban regeneration strategy.

Economic Benefit

· To improve the social and economic prospects of the community of Penrhys Village, through the development of a social enterprise to promote leisure and tourism employment opportunities.  

· To encourage volunteers, where appropriate, to contribute to the benefit of the project instilling pride, improving the daily lives of people living in this area by increasing their knowledge, awareness and self esteem.
